Thanks for taking the time to read this file. The program that comes along with this read me file is a personal banking and finance program. It is designed to allow you  to keep your finances up to date, with simple and easy input of your transactions, including repeated payments (standing orders/direct debits). There are numerous functions which are designed to make the program easy to use. I have tried to avoid all the tedious fileds which many programs ask you to put in because I do not find them at all useful. What I want to know, and I hope you, is what goes in, what comes out, and how much do I have left! Instead of continuing to read this file DOWNLOAD the program  now onto your Psion and get organsied. Installation

RUNNING THE PROGRAM FROM A COMPACT FLASH ON THE 'D' DRIVE RESULTS IN MUCH SLOWER PERFORMANCE
In order to install this program there are three options:

(1) Use the self installation (SIS) file and let the computer do the work. Highly recommended of course!!

(2) Create a folder called "EZBank" in "system\Apps". In order to get to the folder "system\Apps", go to the System screen, press [Menu], and the go to 'Tool-Preferences'. From here check the 'Show system folder'. Now go back to the system screen and navigate your way to "system\Apps". You can then create a folder call "EZBank" here. You will then have a folder called "system\Apps\EZBank" within which you need to place the EZBank subfolders (Bitmaps, Help, Modules) and files (EZBank.app, EZBank.aif, Upgade.opo) that you have.

(3) Alternatively, you can rename the folder, which contains the program files, "EZBank" and drop it into the "system\Apps" folder.

You should now check the 'Extras' bar where you should see the moneybags icon displayed. If this is not displayed then you may have specifically set the properties of the system folder to 'hidden' rather than using the [Menu]-tools-properties dialog to hide the system. If this is so then alter your settings."

EZBank Files

Within the EZBank folder you should have the following:

· Bitmaps Folder - contains the necessary pictures

· Modules Folder - contains the actual EZBank program

· Help Folder - contains the help file

· EZBank.aif

· EZBank.app

· Upgrade - upgrade to the latest version of the program

I have purposely decided not to include Help file access from within the program because the program is so ridiculously easy to use you would rarely need to use it. The whole program is entirely self-explanatory.

First Use

When you first start using this program you will be presented with a blank account sheet. You will need to create your first acount. If you press menu you will see that only two options are open to you. Firstly, you are only able to create an account, and secondly, you can exit the program. Once you have created the new account the menu options will come alive. REMEMBER: spaces are not allowed in the account name
The Future

In the near future I will be releasing changes to the program which I am thinking of now, but don't have the time to write just yet. For example, I hope to have added a facility to print accounts out into word processor format files, print account analyses, create a few more plug-ins.
