‘Tab’ or (( to select left or right window.

‘Delete’ over an item deletes that item.


( or Psion-f  to search the database
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‘Enter’ or Psion-m to display menu of search criteria.  Criteria selected from menus are displayed in top row.

Step 5. Following a successful database search, you enter the ‘summary screen’.  This screen gives you a summary of all the database entries that were found.
