Optional Internet Requirements


Internet Assistant’s browsing, link validation and Copy Hyperlink features require an Internet connection.  To use these features, you must have the following installed or connected to your computer:





A 32-bit Winsock (wsock32.dll) compliant TCP/IP product (talk to your TCP/IP vendor)


Physical or dial-up connection to the Internet





IMPORTANT: If you are using a 16 bit winsock.dll you will not be able to connect to the Internet with Internet Assistant.  Contact your Internet service provider for instructions on upgrading to wsock32.dll.

Setup steps:


(Previous WordIA users) Make a backup copy of favorite.doc in your Internet Assistant folder (e.g. c:\Program Files\Internet Assistant\favorite.doc)


Download wordia2b.exe


Exit from Word.


Double click on wordia2b.exe from the folder where it is located on your hard disk.


Follow the instructions on your screen.


After setup completes successfully, launch Word.


Select the Browse Web command from Word’s File menu.





KNOWN ISSUES





If you experience a system crash or GP Fault in Word, files may be left on your hard disk.  Periodically check your hard disk for temporary files created by Internet Assistant.  


Exit Word 


Open your temporary folder (e.g. c:\windows\temp)


Delete all folders beginning with the letters “wia” (e.g. c:\windows\temp\wia20c) and the folder contents.





After uninstalling Internet Assistant, if your Word startup folder contained only the Internet Assistant file (wiahtm32.wll), the startup folder may have been removed from your hard disk.  If you are unable to successively install Internet Assistant or other add-on programs designed for Word, you may need to manually create a startup folder in the location specified under Tools, Options, File Locations, Startup (e.g. c:\msoffice\winword\startup).


Some HTML tags not generated by Internet Assistant (doctype, for example) may be lost after saving.
